Meeting with Transport Canada  November 27, 2007

Keith Taylor and I met with John Read, Edgar Ladouceur, Kevin Green, Zenon Lewycky and others at their offices.

The meeting was short and this is the result.

1) All 407 and 412 spec tanks under five year sold are exempt until further notice

2) 307, 312 of any age and 407 and 412 five years or older require inspection as per PD 29 no exceptions. However, TC has agreed for the four groups of 307, 312, 407 and 417 that if the first few (exact number depends on the number in each group) show no unusual problems through inspections then the remainder of tanks in that group would be taken out of PD 29.

3) In order to be able to decide if tanks will be taken out of PD 29 (as described in item 2), TC requires a list of all tankers including: manufacturer, Serial Number, type of tank and location for inspection

Any tank not meeting Item 1 or exempted by being in an accepted inspected grouping in Item 2 is out of service as of Jan 1.

The process for item2: TC will undertake to inspect a certain number of tanks once you have provided the above information (item 3).  You must have the manufacturer’s test inspection program as per PD 29 for the inspection to take place.  Kevin Green is available from now to December 20 and Jan 5 onward. Based on inspections of samples of tanks, TC could then decide to remove the application of PD 29 to certain tank types.

We were unsuccessful in having all the dangerous goods folks subject to this requirement but this will follow testing on our gear.  We also lost on having tankers coming in from the US but that too will be addressed following the testing of our tankers.

ALSO: Transport Canada would like some explosive industry and ERD input at the B620 tanks spec meeting.  The meeting will take place in Calgary Jan 22, 23 and Kevin Green has the details.
